R E C O L L E C T I O N S  O F T H E  PA S T     

 This is Frank Boland at his meat market on Vanderbilt Street.  The building was located 

where the Waterworks now stands.  Frank operated the meat market until 1922, when he sold it 

to Jerry Rygr.  The building was razed when the City of Fairfax built the first fire station in 

1937.  Frank married Christie Petrick and they lived on East Main Street, later moving to the 

house pictured below at the S.E. corner of Railroad and Park Streets.  His brother, Joe Boland, 

owned and operated the Star Hotel and Livery.  The Boland family was involved in that opera-

tion for 68 years.  Frank suffered from poor health and died in 1940.  Frank and Christie had no 

children.  Christie, pictured above, was a school teacher prior to her marriage.  She taught at 

Cloud School, Monroe Township, Johnson County.  When she married it ended her teaching 

career.  It was unheard of at that time for a teacher to be married.  She held many jobs, includ-

ing helping the doctor in the delivery of over 40 babies and staying with the mother and child 

afterwards.  Christie died December 14, 1981.
