LABELLE SCHOOL circa 1920

This is a picture of LaBelle School, which was located at Cherry Valley Road
and Walford Road. Edward and Milo Kilberger are pictured in the white shirts on
the step.

Here is an interesting note. The three Sampson sisters, Evelena, Bernice, and
Edith all taught in the rural schools in Fairfax Township during the 1940s. Eve-
lena (Mrs. David McNamara) at Cherry Valley School which was located at 76th
Avenue and Cherry Valley Road; Edith (Mrs. Francis Olson) at La Belle School
which was located at Cherry Valley Road and Walford Road; and Bernice (Mrs.
Ray Mulherin) at Maple Grove School which was two miles west of LaBelle
School on Walford Road. In later years Evelena and Bernice taught at Atkins and
retired from there. Edith moved to Sioux Falls, South Dakota.

Happy Fall from the Fire Department! Now that school is in full swing and your children are in
the midst of football games, friends, and other events, it is important for you to get involved. Our
Fairfax fire departmentdés role is not to resp
to get involved with your children and make sure they are aware of the dangers of drugs and alco-
hol. Fire departments go on many accident and medical calls involving drugs and alcohol. Some-
times these incidents are people experimenting with drugs or alcohol the first time and some are be-
cause of longime addictions. In many of these cases, family and friends have been unaware of any
drug or alcohol abuse going on until the medical call. Awareness is a key to prevention, so please
do your part to try to prevent these types of accident and medical calls for our great towns.

Fire Prevention Week is coming! The week of Octofethé Fairfax, Ely, and Swisher fire de-
partments will be traveling to Prairie Elementary schools and getting the children involved with fire
prevention and getting an emergency plan together. The children will be bringing home an activity
the family will need to be involved in, so please be ready to help them!

Even if you dondot have children who wil!/ be
about your homeds fire safety issues. You s
year. Have your furnace checked before the heating season to ensure it is operating properly.
Smoke and fire alarms should be tested regularly. It is easy to remember to replace the batteries at
the same we change our clocks. Alarms should be replaced if they fail a test or at least every ten
years. Be aware of common household fire risks. Some of them are: cooking, heating systems
(including space heaters), candles, and electrical malfunctions. This is the time of year you may be
pulling out holiday decorations. Donbét use a

As we move closer to winter our days are getting shorter. If you are a walker, be sure to wear
reflective material and carry a flashlight. While you are driving, please be on the lookout for people
walking on the roads at night.

Before we know it, we will be driving in winter conditions.
Make sure you prepare your vehicle by checking the antifree
levels, tires, battery, thermostat, brakes, lights, windshie
wiper equipment, exhaust, filters, oil level and weight, th
heater, and defroster; as well as other important systems.
